Your new Vintage Beaded Windshield comes fully assembled, 
so all you need to do is install the Handlebar Bracket Clamps.

Note: The Threaded Uprights (2) on the back of the wind-
shield can be loosened at the top (5/16" Wrench) to swivel 
into a different position to vary the center-to-center width to 
match eligible mount points on your handlebars. Make sure 
you re-tighten the Cap Nuts (3) when you have your optimal 
settings.

Hold the windshield up to your bike (Figures 3-4) and note 
where the Threaded Uprights meet the handlebars and mark 
those locations.

Open BAG #1366 and sort the components (see BAG #1366 
Parts List on Page 1). Before installing the Bracket Clamps, 
wrap the handlebar mount locations with electrical tape, 
friction tape, or a one-inch section of bicycle inner tubing to 
protect the handlebar's finish.

Assemble Bracket Clamps to the handlebars (Page 1, 
Figures 1-2) but leave all bolts and hex nuts just finger-tight 
for now.

Slide the windshield's Uprights into the Eyebolts (11) of the 
Bracket Clamps. The Bracket Clamps my need to be rotated 
forward or back, or slightly repositioned so that the wind-
shield sets at the proper angle and 2-3 inches above the 
headlight.

Progressively tighten the hardware in small increments as 
you refine the windshield's position (Figure 5). When you 
are satisfied, tighten all hardware firmly and securely 
(5/16" Wrench).

Your windshield installation is complete (Figure 6). Now it's 
time to go for a ride.
